Summertime is one of the most active times of year for the 
whole family (including our pets), and with temperatures 
already reaching the high 90’s, here are some things to keep 
in mind…
Always keep available:

�x Fresh Water: Change at least 1-2 times daily.
�x Fresh Food: Divide daily meals to 2-3 times a 

day, this keeps the food fresh.
�x Adequate Shelter: A dry, shady place to relax 

with something soft to lay on.
�x Toys and Entertainment: Leave balls, 

Frisbees and plush toys out for them to 
enjoy…if they won’t ingest them.

Also keep in mind:
�x Grooming:  It’s always a good idea to clean 

and brush your pets, but especially in these 
months,  large amounts of hair and mats can 
lead to heat stroke.

�x Exercise: Be sure to take pets on walks but 
remember to not over do it, keep water with 
you on the walk and check the temperature of 
the pavement to avoid burns.

�x Cars: Never leave an animal in the car for 
longer than 5 minutes, if you have to leave 
them for a short time, park car in the shade, 
leave all windows cracked and leave cold 
water out.

�x Toxins: Make sure that all cleaning, gardening 
and car products are kept out of the animals 
reach.

�x Identification : Pets should always have an 
I.D. tag and their rabies tag on their collar, 
especially during the firecracker season when 
they might run loose.  Microchipping  is 
permanent way to identify a pet and won’t be 
lost with a collar.
