Dental health is the 
most commonly overlooked aspect of pet health care. 
A recent AAHA study showed about 70% of pet 
owners do not provide basic recommended dental care.  
We know it’s not because you don’t care about your 
pet, but maybe you don’t understand the importance or 
feel like you don’t have the time.  The truth be told, it 
is not enough to just feed your pet crunchy pet food 
and to give them a biscuit every day.  Yes, you can 
reduce tartar buildup by avoiding canned foods and 
table scraps, but all pets will develop plaque to some 
degree.  February is National Pet Dental Health Month 
and we strive to educate about the importance of 
dental care all year.  If you don’t have the time to 
brush your pet’s teeth every day, it’s OK, you won’t 
be chastised.  Daily or at minimum every other day, 
your pet should get some type of dental care.

-Anesthesia Dentals for treatment of tartar, gum 
disease/ gingivitis and extractions.

Anesthesia dentals include: pre-anesthesia exam, IV 
fluids, the safest anesthesia possible, anesthesia 
monitoring, dental radiographs, ultrasonic scaling, 
electric polishing, under the gum probe/scaling, 
fluoride/sealants, necessary medications and 
extractions if needed.   You shouldn’t be afraid of 
anesthesia, but you should be afraid of the dangerous 
bacteria in an unhealthy pet mouth.
